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Six Design Principles to Help students Consciously Improve Their Design 
1. EMPHASIS - The Most important element on the page should be the most prominent.
2. CONTRAST – Visual elements on the page should look different from one another (visual variety).
3. BALANCE – The distribution of visual elements on a page that achieves a pleasing and clear layout.
4. ALIGNMENT – This is the visual connection among words, images, shapes, and lines on a page when their edges or axes line up with each other.

5. REPETITION – The principle that states that repeating lines, shapes, colors, texture, and other visual elements within a page helps establish a unified cohesive design.
6. FLOW – The visual and verbal path of movement that a viewer’s eye follows a through a page or sequence of pages.
