Magazine Cover 

Any magazine you want to make, NO CARTOONS, real photography. 

1. Do research! You need to know what makes a magazine. Go online and look at magazines you like. Make yours like theirs.

Requirements:

1. main image

2. Title

3. UPC bar code (go online and find a tutorial to make one)

4. issue date/price

5. Headlines with article & page number. Make sure the headline is bigger than the article AND make sure the headline is short and to the point, the article can be a bit longer because it’s smaller.

2. You are to use real photography, no images from the Internet! Internet images are 72 ppi resolution, and the magazine is 300 ppi resolution. If you do not have a camera please go to MyBrainStormCenter.com for photos, every student has an account with this website with 25 credits to start every term

3. The final size of the magazine will be 9” x 12”. Magazine template is in teacher’s ‘take out’ folder or on website. When ready to print, make sure it’s on an 11x17 inch piece of paper, and when you crop take a 1/4inch off all sides.

4. Do not mount magazine until teacher gives the go ahead. When the teacher does give the go ahead to mount project it must be NEATLY MOUNTED IN THE CENTER OF A BLACK MATTE BOARD.  Use spray glue and exacto-knife for this procedure. Give yourself a 1" inch border around all four sides (NO white borders on paper).
