ReCreate a Painted Masterpiece 

Must be a Recreation of a painting. 

1. Find your Inspiration! You may even have an artist already in mind. Go online and find an artist who is a painter and find a painting you like that you want to recreate in Photoshop. Here is a list of Famous Painters: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/List_of_painters_by_name. You may even have to go to a library to find a book that has the painting at a bigger size so you can look at it better.

3. Here are some popular painters: Frida, Hopper, Klimt, Matisse, Picasso, Monet, Durer,Michelangelo, Davinci, O'keeffe, Van Gogh, Dali, Rembrandt, Munch, Goya, Magritte, Kandinsky.
4. The final size of the Masterpiece should be “8.5 x 11” (vertical or horizontal). Masterpiece template is in teacher’s ‘take out’ folder or on website. 
5. You will mostly be using the brush tool for this project, but don’t discredit all of your other resources in Photoshop that can help you along the way.
