Multiplicity Project 

1. We will be working on this project in class so you do not have to try and figure it out on your own. 
2. This project will be utilizing the ‘Layer Mask’, and not the eraser tool. If there are no Layer Masks being used for this assignment it will not be accepted.
3. When your multiplicity piece is done you need to have at least 10 people in the piece (does not need to be you, it could be a friend, relative, etc..). Take 30 pictures of you or your friend doing different things but do not move the camera (use a tripod or whatever you can use to steady camera). 

4. Some criteria: 

- The faces need to be seen (in order to know it’s the same person). 

- Wear the same clothes in each shot.

- Take the pictures outside (inside lighting is bad)

5. Make the theme of the shot interesting, have some fun with it. Be CREATIVE, the more creative you are the better the piece will be. See example: http://www.webskinz.com/photoshop_adv/muliti_samples.html 
6. The final size will depend on your camera. I recommend using the biggest setting on your camera in order to work with the multiplicity piece. The bigger the picture the easier it is to work with.

7. It must be NEATLY MOUNTED IN THE CENTER OF A BLACK MATTE BOARD. The print shop has a beautiful matte cutter, do NOT use a scissor. Give yourself a 1" inch border around all four sides. Do not put your name on front. This piece of paper must be attached to the back of the project to be accepted (NO white borders on paper).
